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Jharkhand Budget 2025-26: Key Highlights

The budget for the state of Jharkhand for the fiscal
year 2025-26, unveiled by Finance Minister
Radhakrishna Kishore on March 3, 2025, has
attracted considerable attention due to its emphasis
on social welfare, economic advancement, and
infrastructure enhancement. With a total allocation
of X1.45 lakh crore, this budget represents a notable
13% increase from the previous year's budget of
X1.28 lakh crore. This rise underscores the state's
persistent dedication to promoting economic
progress, enhancing the living standards of its
residents, and ensuring equitable distribution of
growth benefits across all societal segments.

Focus on the Social Sector

A key feature of the Jharkhand budget is the
substantial allocation of 62,844 crore to the social
sector, which constitutes a significant part of the total
budget. The state government has prioritized social
welfare initiatives aimed at uplifting marginalized
communities, women, children, and other vulnerable
populations.

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NEP 2020: Doing More Harm Than Good?

The National Education Policy (NEP) 2020
presents an ambitious vision for transforming
India's education system. At its core, the policy's
conceptual framework is commendable,
encompassing progressive elements such as
flexible entry and exit points, a credit-based
system with an Academic Bank of Credits, and a
strong emphasis on multidisciplinary learning
(MDC). The introduction of diverse subjects, like
'Understanding India,' yoga, and digital education,
further demonstrates a commitment to holistic
development. Moreover, the policy's focus on skill
enhancement and the integration of vocational
training into the four-year undergraduate
program addresses the critical issue of
employability, acknowledging that the challenge
lies not in the availability of jobs, but in the
preparedness of graduates.

However, the chasm between policy formulation
and effective implementation remains a significant
hurdle. While the policy's theoretical
underpinnings are sound, the practical realities on
the ground, particularly in regions like Jharkhand,
paint a different picture. The implementation
often suffers from a 'lackluster approach,
characterized by disconnect between the policy's
aspirations and its tangible outcomes. These
disconnect stems from various factors, including
bureaucratic inertia, insufficient funding, and a
lack of clear accountability mechanisms.

A critical limitation lies in the inadequate
infrastructure that pervades many educational
institutions. The ambitious goals of NEP 2020,
especially the integration of digital education, are
severely hampered by the lack of essential
resources, such as reliable internet connectivity,
digital devices, and well-equipped learning spaces.
Without these foundational elements, the policy's
transformative potential remains unrealized.

Furthermore, the success of NEP 2020 hinges on
the availability of a well-trained and motivated
teaching workforce. The shortage of qualified
teachers, particularly in specialized areas like
vocational training and digital literacy, poses a
significant challenge. Many existing educators may
also require extensive training to effectively
implement the new curriculum and pedagogical
approaches. Addressing this human resource gap
is crucial for ensuring the policy's effective
translation into quality education.

In essence, while NEP 2020 lays a strong
foundation for educational reform, its success
depends on overcoming the challenges of
implementation. A concerted effort is required to
bridge the gap between policy and practice,
ensuring that the policy's aspirations are
translated into meaningful and equitable
educational outcomes for all learners.

Jharkhand: A Case of Resource Curse
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Prof. Sadhna Singh, Assistant Professor, Department of Economics

Jharkhand is a classic example of the "resource
curse"—where regions rich in natural wealth
struggle with poverty, poor governance, and
economic failure. Despite having 40% of India's
mineral resources, including coal, uranium, mica,
and copper; Jharkhand remains one of the poorest
and worst-managed states in the country. The state
produces the most coal in India, is the sole supplier of
uranium, and has major reserves of mica and pyrite.
Yet, its people continue to suffer due to corruption,
mismanagement, and lack of development. Instead of
using these resources to create prosperity,
Jharkhand hasbecome aland oflost opportunities.
Jharkhand's mineral riches have become its biggest
curse. Exploitation of Jharkhand's resources has
been chaotic and unfair. The income from mining,
instead of being used for development, has
disappeared into the pockets of politicians and
bureaucrats. Tribal communities are being displaced
without proper compensation, while industries that
should have flourished have failed miserably.
Companies like TATA and HEC are failing to expand
their operations, resulting in less output and job
creation. As aresult, Jharkhand's industrial growth is
stuck at 5.2%, far behind states like Gujarat (8.7%)
and Maharashtra (9.2%). Despite having natural
wealth, Jharkhand's economy has not benefited its
people.

The state government has wasted financial resources
on schemes that do not lead to real progress.
Schemes like Maaiyaa Samman Yojna, which costs
around 18,000 crore every year, will not help in
improving the economic health of the state. With
Jharkhand's debt reaching X1.18 lakh crore (30.08%
of GSDP), such schemes have taken away funds that
could have been used for roads, hospitals, schools,
and other productive activities. The government's
poor financial planning has left Jharkhand stuck in a
cycle of debt, mismanagement, and
underdevelopment. Jharkhand's government system
is broken. The state has 2,87,129 vacant government
jobs, meaning that only 38% of sanctioned positions
are filled. This has led to serious problems in
education, healthcare, and other essential services.
The Jharkhand Public Service Commission (JPSC),
which is responsible for recruitment, has failed to
conduct regular and fair exams. In 24 years, only

seven civil service exams have been held, making it
impossible for young people to find government jobs.
Due to the lack of employment opportunities, more
than 1.2 million job seekers have migrated to other
states, causing a severe brain drain. Jharkhand's
education system is collapsing. The state has over
40% illiteracy, ranking among the worst in India.
Schools suffer from severe teacher shortages, with a
pupil-teacher ratio of 57:1, much worse than the
recommended 30:1. Many schools have poor
infrastructure and no basic facilities. Instead of fixing
this, the government is sending 500 students to Delhi
for UPSC coaching, which adds nothing to solve the
lack of quality education within Jharkhand. This
shows a lack of planning and commitment to real
educational reforms. If Jharkhand's political
instability wasn't bad enough, corruption makes it
worse. The state has seen 13 different governments
in 24 years, with seven chief ministers, three of
whom were jailed for corruption. Frequent changes
in government have made long-term planning
impossible. This constant cycle of political chaos and
corruption has prevented Jharkhand from making
any meaningful progress. Jharkhand is not just an
example of bad governance—it is a warning for other
resource-rich states. The money from its natural
wealth has failed to improve the lives of its people.
Industries that should have brought jobs have
instead pushed locals into poverty. Public services
that should have helped people have instead left
them struggling for basic needs. The state is proof of
what happens when leaders focus on personal gain
instead of development.

To save Jharkhand from further decline, the state
must urgently fix its governance, financial policies,
and economic strategies. Resource management
must be made transparent so that mining profits
actually benefit the people. Job creation and skill
development programs must be introduced to stop
youth from leaving the state. Investments in
education and infrastructure must take priority over
expensive, ineffective welfare schemes. Most
importantly, political stability and responsible
leadership are needed to break this resource curse. If
these changes are not made, Jharkhand will remain a
rich state full of poor people!

Chandu Champion is a Biographical sports drama
directed by Kabir Khan. The movie is about
Murlikant Petkar, who is India's First Indian
Paralympic Gold Medalist. Starring Kartik Aaryan,
the Film begins with a glimpse into Chandu's
humble beginnings in a remote Maharashtra
village. Inspired by 1952 Helsinki Olympic
Medalist, KD Jadhav and wrestling legend Dara
Singh, their achievements fueled Murlikant,
empowering him to overcome obstacles and
aiming for the pinnacle.

Murlikant at a very young age developed the
ambition to win an Olympic gold medal for India
but was mocked, ridiculed by his classmates, and
scolded by his father who values education over
sports. Despite various challenging events
throughout, with unwavering determination,
resilience, and a never-give-up attitude, he
ultimately paved the way for a historical
achievement.

Compelled by circumstances, he joins the Indian
Army Corps of EME, Secunderabad where he is
trained as a boxer. He earned the opportunity to
represent India in Boxing at the International
Services Sports Meet (Tokyo) in 1964. Despite
performing well throughout the tournament, he
loses in the final due to lack of focus and
distraction. His Coach, Tiger Ali, was disappointed
and refused to train him further. The film also
stands as a striking reminder that distractions and
a lack of focus can lead to disappointment even
when there is great potential.

The story progresses, and the EME Unit is involved
in the Indo-Pak war of 1965, where their Camp
comes under Air Attack. Severely injured by nine
bullets, Murli is left paralyzed from the waist down.

Ali, his former coach, visits him in the hospital
encouraging him to compete in the Paralympic
Games.

But the circumstances had something different to
offer, The Palestinian terrorist assault disrupted
the Games forcing their relocation to Heidelberg.
He successfully advances through the several heats
atthe newlocation and takes home the Gold Medal,
breaking the previous world record. [t represented
Petkar's personal victory over adversity. This
victory put India on the Paralympic Map, inspiring
future generations of athletes.
